    Thank you for your thoughtful and helpful review of our paper. Below we list your comments (in red) and our responses (in black). 

The only substantive comment that I have is that I believe the anticyclone panels in Figure 6 are reversed, as the amplitude discrepancy should be much larger for the spatially filtered case than for the temporally filtered case per Figure 5.
The panels are correct in the original and revised manuscript. The composites are made from the unfiltered SLP field. The reduced magnitude of anticyclones seen in the high-latitude panel of Figure 5 is due to the climatological low retained by the spatial filter overshadowing the synoptic anticyclone magnitudes. The composite map is indicating that the synoptic anticyclones identified in the spatially filtered field have much larger magnitudes than their reported values in the spatially filtered feature tracking statistics (Figure 5).
